SEASON OF ADVENT

The season of Advent (the four weeks before Christmas) is a time of expectation, in
which we learn to hope in God and his promised Messiah, who will save God's people
from their sins. However, as we look forward to celebrating Jesus’ birth we also re-
member that He promised to return. Advent is not only a time to celebrate the birth of
Christ, but also to awaken anticipation and prepare ourselves for his second coming.

SUPPLIES
For these devotions, you will need a Bible, your Advent song sheet, and either an Ad-
vent wreath or a large pillar candle.

BuiLbING A NEW HasIT

If you do not currently have spiritual practices / devotions built into the habits of your
day, this may be challenging at first. | recommend that you attach this routine to a habit
or ritual you already have, such as a lunch break or dinnertime.

PRACTICING WITH OTHERS

If you have multiple people participating, take turns leading from day to day. Give each
person a role in the devotions each night. One may be responsible to gather everyone
(e.g. a quick "meet in the living room in five minutes!" text), another may light and extin-
guish candles, others may take turns or share parts of the reading of the Scripture, etc.

FREEDOM FROM PERFECTION

Building new traditions will rarely unfold perfectly! Have grace for yourself and others,
and trust that God's light and presence can minister to you even in the imperfect. | pray
this practice will be a refreshing experience for you!
